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Dear Friends,

This summer one of our staff families, Matt and Maranatha, with their three young
children, agreed to spend a month in the remote village of Sand Point. Their assign-
ment was to help the small local church reach out to the youth of the community.

| am going to include an excerpt from Matt’s report from Sand Point below.
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Sand Point, on Popof Island, in the Shumagin Islands, 450 crow miles from the end of the road in Alaska

On the second night we had dinner with one of the couples from the church, Austin &
Cheryl, who have three kids. Cheryl is originally from Sand Point and Austin from Virgin-
ia. It seemed like a very normal interaction, kids playing in the background making tons
of noise, and the parents eating dinner and getting to know one another. We got ready
to go and Austin made a comment to me, “We’ve never done this before.” | asked
what he meant and his response startled me. “We’ve never had dinner with another
Jesus-following family with young kids.” | was blown away. We have never lived in a
place without a thriving Christian community.

Over the next four weeks Austin and | spent a lot of time together. As | got to know
Austin | heard him consistently say, “We live here to reach the community of Sand
Point.” The cost of Austin’s family living in Sand Point is high. Groceries and virtually
every living expense is astronomical. On our first day we bought a bag of Tyson’s frozen
chicken thighs for 520. Let’s not even talk about the fresh vegetables. It’s not just the
food that costs Austin—he could easily move to another part of the country and find a
great job, make a good living and live carefree with his family.



Austin’s perspective is a little different. In one of our conversations he said to me, “Matt, |
could move to Anchorage and get a good job, live in a middle class neighborhood full of mid-
dle class people. My kids would go to school with middle class kids and we’d find a church.
The lower income families would be in that neighborhood and the wealthy in another.”

“Living here in the village, the wealthy,
middle, and poor classes all live in the
same neighborhood. We all know each
other and each other’s struggles. As |
raise my family they see the good and
bad of life and | get to talk it through
with them. My kids see me serving
those who need help.”

At the beginning of the summer we
had no idea that we would have the
pleasure to spend time with another
family like this while in Sand Point. We
also did not consider that God’s inten-
tion in bringing us there would be larger

than developing a youth group, but to encourage those in the church through inviting them
into meals and sharing life together with them. His plan really is bigger than we can imagine.
